In recent years, historians of the Holocaust have shown an increasing interest in the role that local collaborators played in facilitating Nazi policies of genocide. Professor Petö’s talk will focus on one instance of mass murder committed by an Arrow Cross para-military squad in Budapest on October 15, 1944.  This event is of particular interest because the leader of the squad was a woman.  In addition, the first Holocaust memorial in Budapest was constructed to commemorate this event.  Drawing on oral history interviews, the contemporary press, and documents from the postwar trial of the perpetrators, Prof. Petö’s talk will explore the ways in which the conflicting narratives of victims, perpetrators and investigators of the crime came to inform the official memory of the Holocaust under Communist rule and its legacy for the post-Communist era. She will also discuss the implications for the formation of collective memories of World War II in Hungary today.
